Executive Council Minutes

March 22, 2010

The ECC RC&D Executive council meeting was called to order at 6:19pm at the Hugo USDA Service Center Conference meeting room.  Richard Sears, Vice Chair called the meeting to order, followed by the pledge of allegiance.   Council members in attendance were:  Richard Sears, Henry Schuler, Ted Lyons, Doris King, Nancy Bogenhagen and Jerry Allen.  Also in attendance was Kristi Gay, Coordinator.  

The minutes of the February 22, 2010 meeting were distributed to all and had been mailed to all members prior to the meeting.  Since everyone had read the minutes, Jerry moved that we dispense with reading of the minutes, seconded by Ted.—approved unanimously.  Jerry moved and Ted seconded that minutes be approved as mailed. –approved unanimously.

The Treasurers report was handed out to all—Checking account balance $5,201.43 and a CD in the amount of $10,000.00 and the balance of the Money Market Account was $5,140.99. After review of the financial reports presented Rich asked Doris to include the Colorado League financial report in the future for the board to review.

Old Business:

Rich volunteered to contact Laura Neagly and ask the cost of insurance and the cost of administering the grant.

Kristi reported Rich had attended the Governor’s Energy Office meeting for the Energy Coordinators on behalf of ECC RC&D. Rich reported the GEO had grant money available for energy projects and training was available for the coordinators. 

Western RC&D dues were discussed but no action taken at this meeting

New Business:

The 2010 Plan of Work was reviewed by all.  

Rich reported there would be training in Colorado Springs April 23 & 24th.

The interview committee reported a meeting was held and the applicants had been scored. After discussing the applications Doris was asked to set up interviews for April 1, 2010 at 5:00 pm., allowing 30 minutes for each interview. Four applicants were chosen for interview. Questions for the interviews were discussed.

Kristi gave the Coordinator report.

Doris made the motion to accept Ron Meyer's proposal to write a Fact sheet for Canola & Camelina, not to exceed $400.00 and request a detail of charges. Nancy seconded the motion. Approved unanimously.
