Executive Council Minutes

April 09, 2010

The ECC RC&D Executive council meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm at the Hugo USDA Service Center Conference meeting room.  Richard Sears, Vice Chair called the meeting to order, followed by the pledge of allegiance. The minutes of the March 22, 2010 meeting were distributed to all and had been mailed to all members prior to the meeting. Old Business:

Additional insurance required by the grant contract for the Energy Coordinator position was discussed. The estimated cost is $500.00 per year but is not clear at this time what is needed. No action was taken on this item.

The Western RC&D dues of $250.00 was discussed. This item was tabled for a later date.

New Business

The 2010 Annual Plan of Work was reviewed by all. Kristi updated the council on some of the projects.

Kristi reported on an on farm energy audit program ENSAVE, Kristi explained to the council there was two spots at the next training open. After discussion Nancy made the motion to send two people to this ENSAVE training at a cost of $250.00 per person. Ben seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Doris made the motion to offer the Energy Coordinator position to Rob Pearson at an hourly rate of $16.00 for 40 hours per week with a $300.00 per month stipend for insurance and benefits as outlined in the budget. Nancy seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Kristi gave the Coordinator report and discussed the project status with the council.
